Robust heart

The Strautmann magnetic system (optional) moun-
ted directly at the mixing auger protects your 
valuable livestock against internal injuries, thus 
ensuring herd health.

“Scrapers“ especially developed for very 
poorly structured feed rations (compact 
TMR) ensure an additional mixing effect 
and an improved fodder movement. 

Bale knife
